Tinned food and toiletries are still very much needed at the Justice and
Peace centre at Summerhill Grove Newcastle where they give meals or weekly
parcels of food to refugees and destitute who do not qualify to apply for help
from food banks etc.

This branch of Justice and Peace should not be confused with a branch
more recently formed in Morpeth drawn together by some churches
concentrating on improving the lives of people living in the town. Both
objectives are great, but please do not entirely replace support of the asylum
seekers by charity closer to home.

Life Centre. Suggested future action:

A Joint leaflet advertising all our Christmas Services.

A well presented general leaflet giving information about our activities, for
distribution around the existing and many new houses being built in the town.
A well - designed web page that all the churches can access to share
information.

A greater presence at the Morpeth Gathering and on Fair Day

It was generally felt that ‘Christians Together in Morpeth’ would be more
dynamic if it were to meet as a group about three or four times a year, with a
small steering committee consisting mainly or all of active lay folk . The
ministers would act as support. This very ‘light’ structure should be more in
keeping with the aims of outreach and less bureaucratic. If significant sums of
money become involved in this work, a more formal structure would be
necessary, for obvious reasons. Member churches and individuals would have
to acknowledge that they believe in the Holy Trinity.
